Fr Tony writes... 

 

“Come away and rest awhile” 
 

My Dear Friends, 
 
Sadly so few churches are open during the week for people who wish to come in and spend time with 
God. That is not the case here in Bognor. Our church is in the centre of town and remains open each day 
from about 8am until dusk. I think that we are probably the only Bognor church to do so. During the 
course of each week many people come in and pray. They are not all Catholics, and they each have their 
own reason for coming. The church provides an oasis of calm in a busy world, a place where people can 
just kneel or sit and be still, alone with their thoughts and alone with God. 
 
There is, of course, an element of risk in leaving the church open and unguarded all day, in that from time 
to time people come either to steal or to commit acts of vandalism. Such people rely on finding the church 
empty. They are deterred by those who have come to pray. 
 
Perhaps we can turn this problem into an opportunity. We need to re-discover the practice of “Visits to 
the Blessed Sacrament.” When you are in town, make a point of calling into the church for a brief prayer.  
It will give you a few moments of peace. It will encourage you to draw close to Our Lord in the midst of 
your busy days. It will be a chance to pray for those dearest to you, and for your parish. 
It is also true that the sight of people popping in and out of the church is itself a witness to the Faith, and 
an invitation to others to find meaning in their lives in Christ.
