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My Dear Friends,

This weekend the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Christ the King. It is the last Sunday of
the Church’s year. Next Sunday we begin once again the season of Advent. The Church lives
in the world, and this year we keep the feast of Christ’s Kingship in a world full of anxiety
caused by the economic crisis that is affecting so many people’s lives. The Church is not
competent to offer detailed policies to promote an economic revival, but we do have the right
and the duty to speak out for people when they are increasingly the victims of a society that
has lost its way. It is clear enough that when people feel that they are at the mercy of
supra-national organisations and huge financial institutions where they have no voice, they
are likely to react very badly.

I would like to suggest that if you are looking for something to read during Advent, you
would do well to read again the speeches and homilies given by Pope Benedict during his visit
to England and Scotland last year. In particular I recommend the address he gave in
Westminster Hall in London on September 18™. He spoke then about the values that underpin
our society. He called for a dialogue between believers and non-believers on the great issues
of public life. Many of the questions he posed then were questions that came to the fore a
year later in the August riots. The Pope does not want a society governed by the Church, but
he does press the case for us to have a voice in public debate. The Church is called to be a
leaven in society; and how badly needed it is in Britain in 2011.
