Cards are a wonderful way of keeping in touch with people we seldom see or who have moved
away. It is always good to celebrate friendship in this way and especially when we are no longer
able to meet up very often, if at all.

At the same time there has grown up a fashion for scattering cards around like confetti among
people we meet every day. I am sure you have been in situations where everyone is handing out
cards to everyone else. This may be good for the profits of card manufacturers but I am not
convinced that it is necessary or sensible. In the present economic climate when money is
becoming a problem for so many people perhaps we could think again about all this?

In a number of parishes in recent years people have been invited to make use of a special
“Christmas Parish Notice Board” to post their greetings for all their friends in the parish, and to
give the money saved to a charity such as CAFOD. I would like to suggest that we offer this
possibility at Christmas this year. It is obviously something entirely voluntary, but I would
encourage you to think seriously about it. You could send the money to whatever charity you
wish, or to particular parish charity such as the Ukrainian orphanage we helped last year. This
must not be a way of raising money for the Parish, but a gift of love to Christ present in those
most in need.
