My dear friends,  

 

I wrote a few weeks ago about a new programme for people who are enquiring into the Catholic 

Faith. The programme is based on what is known as “The Rite for the Christian Initiation of 

Adults”  (RCIA). In this parish we have called it “Journey in Faith”. Reflecting on our experiences 

in previous years we have identified two important elements in the programme. Meeting 

together as a group can be a very valuable experience as we journey together and support one 

another. We also need to spend time on a one to one basis in order to ask our own individual 

questions. With this in mind we are going to allow ourselves much more time. In this way 

people can move at their own pace. We will meet as a group every other Tuesday when we can 

look at particular questions and learn more about the Catholic Faith. Each enquirer will have an 

appointed companion who will meet with them during the intervening two weeks to look at a 

small book we will be using and to discuss the issues that arise. We are going to call the 

programme “The Emmaus Programme”, remembering how the Risen Lord Jesus walked with the 

disciples on the road from Jerusalem to Emmaus on the first Easter Sunday explaining the 

Scriptures to them. “Did not our hearts burn within us as he talked with us on the road?” 

I am writing today to encourage you to tell people you know about this programme. We start on 

Tuesday October 4th and meet at Villa Maria in Campbell Road at 7.30 pm. Villa Maria is the 

home of several Servite Sisters who have generously invited us to meet in the comfortable 

surrounding of their home.
