“The Church as a whole and all her Pastors, like Christ, must set out to lead 

people out of the desert, towards the place of life, towards friendship with the 

Son of God, towards the One who gives us life, and life in abundance.”

Jesus 

sums up the whole of the commandments in these two commandments: to love God with 

all our heart and mind and strength, and to love our neighbours as we love ourselves. 

Being a Christian in today’s world is certainly not easy. It goes right against the grain of 

modern culture. It involves being different, but that will only happen if our faith is rooted 

and strong. And that requires us to deepen our relationship with God. It is a real challenge 

for each of us.
