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My dear friends,

This weekend we start to use the new translation of the Roman Missal. We are
starting with what is known as the "Ordinary of the Mass”, the parts that we use
throughout the year. The "Proper of the Mass”, that is the texts proper to each
day, will come into use at the beginning of Advent. The official Latin edition of the
Missal was published in Rome in 2003, and now the English translation of the
Missal is being introduced throughout the English speaking world. As we have said
before, one of the reasons for this new translation is to express as fully as possible
the rich ideas in the original Latin text, and especially to highlight those many
phrases that have come from the Scriptures.

I am sure that we will take a while to get used to the new texts. We have, after all,
been using the existing texts for nearly 40 years. We will need to be patient with
each other as we get used to it. The most important thing however is to take this
opportunity to “re-discover” the words of the Mass and to deepen our participation
in the Holy Sacrifice. As Pope St Pius X said more than a century ago, we need to
“"pray the Mass”.
