Father Tony writes…. 

My Dear Friends, 

 

In our Catholic tradition the month of November is a time of special prayer for the dead.  

Inevitably as the years go by we find that our list of loved ones who have died grows 

longer. Our faith does not make it any easier to say “goodbye”. Faith does not make our 

sense of loss any the less, but where there is faith there is hope. When you take part in a 

Funeral Liturgy where the faith is very evident it can help us to look beyond our own 

immediate loss, and glimpse something of the promise of Eternal Life. 

 

In his second encyclical letter, “Spe Salvi” Pope Benedict writes very movingly about hope 

and about Eternal Life. Living as we do in this world, we have no picture in our minds of 

what the life to come might be like. The Pope remarks that the idea of “living for ever” 

might well sound rather tedious or even depressing. He suggests that it is more like falling 

in love, a moment when, as we say, “time stands still”. We are caught up in a timeless 

moment of pure joy and wonder in the presence of God. God created us in love, and love is 

our eternal destiny. It is the love of Christ that unites us beyond the grave with those who 

have gone before us. The Church teaches that we can help them with our prayers and that 

they can help us with theirs. This is what we mean by the Communion of Saints. 

 

May this month of November be a time of real prayer as we remember our loved ones with 

affection and with real Christian Hope founded on Faith.
