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My dear friends,

I want to say thank you to everyone for the way we have been able to start using the new
texts for the Mass. I wrote a few weeks ago that we would need to be patient with each
other, and I think we have managed that pretty well. I don’t think it is easy for any of us to
change the familiar words of the Mass after nearly 40 years of use. I know that if I stray far
from the book I start to make mistakes. Inevitably there are some phrases that are rather
attractive, and others that seem a bit awkward. I suppose it will take us some time before
they become familiar.

As you know there has been a great deal of controversy about the whole process of
translation. There is disagreement over the basic approach to translation, and disquiet
about the way the Holy See has overseen this process. It was certainly not a good example
of collaboration between the Vatican and the eleven Bishops’ Conferences involved. One
can only hope that lessons have been learnt.

Meanwhile it seems to me that our task is to make use of the new texts in the Mass, and to
use this upheaval (if that is what it is) as an occasion to look at the words we use, and to
see beyond them to the great mystery that no human words can adequately express.
These texts are very ancient for the most part and contain a rich treasury of prayer that
has come down to us across the centuries. It is, I think, a good time to remember the
advice given by the saintly Pope Pius X more than a hundred years ago: “Pray the Mass”.
In the end that is what really matters.
