A Saint For Our Times 

On Tuesday, we celebrate the Feast of Saint John Bosco, called by Pope John Paul II “Father 

and Teacher of the Young”.  He died just over a hundred years ago and consequently there 

is a wealth of material on his life and his writings which provide us with a picture of a 

remarkable man and saint.  As a young boy, he learned how to juggle and do tricks to 

attract the local children whom he would then instruct in their faith. Despite hardships in his 

early life, he managed to fulfil his dream of becoming a priest and after ordination, moved 

to the city of Turin where he began ministering to boys on the streets and in jail. 

In time he set up workshops and oratories where the orphans and working children of the 

city could live, learn a trade and be educated in the faith. He wrote countless pamphlets 

aimed at explaining the Catholic faith to children, and then taught the children how 

to print them. He was an enlightened educator and innovator, believing that Christ’s love 

should pervade everything in life - work, study, play… 

At that time, Turin was on the threshold of the Industrial Revolution and as a result he 

encountered many challenges and problems. Italy's nationalist movement was making life 

difficult for religious orders, and several attempts were made on his life. Despite this, John 

Bosco founded a religious congregation which he named in honour of Saint Francis de Sales 

(a saint known for his remarkable patience and gentleness). At the time of Don Bosco's 

death in 1888, there were 250 houses of the Salesian Society in all parts of the world, 

educating 130,000 children. The Order continued to grow and today it is the third largest 

missionary organization in the world.  

Amongst many quotes attributed to St John Bosco is this one which is especially pertinent  

to the children and young people of today: Have fun, but do not neglect study and prayer. 

Saint John Bosco, patron of youth, editors and educators, pray for us.
